Failure to return an academic gown within the stipulated period attracts a penalty fee of W500
per day.

POSTGRADUATE STUDENTS

join the procession at 9.00a.m. They are to collect their Brochures from the Secretary to the
Postgraduate School.

Parents/Guardians and invited guests are advised to be seated before 9:00am at the venue on
the Convocation day.

Graduands should also note the following:
i) Graduands are to join the convocation procession by 9:00am.

i) Graduands in each faculty are expected to be seated in the sections provided for them
in the convocation arena.

iii) Unauthorized movements and taking of photographs will not be allowed during
the official convocation ceremony. Graduands are therefore, advised to complete such activity
before coming into the convocation arena or wait till after the ceremony. This is to ensure
orderliness during the Convocation Ceremonies.

iv)  Graduands and invited Guests are requested to be orderly and rise to their feet as the
academic procession enters and leaves the Convocation venue,

vi)  Graduands should be properly robed and conform to the colour prescribed for their
Faculties.

vii)  All graduands are required to immediately commence and complete the process of their
clearance in their College/School/Faculty before the ceremony, in order to facilitate the
collection of their Degree Certificates on the day of Convocation.

transcript.
